To date, the State Legislature and Governor have failed to
enact important campaign finance, eminent domain and

site remediation reforms . But the potential still exists for
the environmentalistso otopen

space and global warmingd to become law this year.

Open Spaced The Garden State Preservation Trust
(GSPT) and its Green Acres, Farmland Preservation, and
Historical Preservation programs have practically run out
of money this year causing preservation efforts to move at
a slow crawl. These programs also fund state, county and
municipal parks.

At the same time, development continues to gobble up 50
acres a day, destroying our forest and wildlife areas and
polluting our drinking water. Monies that were promised for
maintenance, acquisition and preservation have all but
disappeared.

New Jersey is the most densely populated state
in the country. As such, it is absolutely

imperative that we continue to provide permanent
and stable funding to the GSPT's mission of
preserving open space and preventing sprawl.

The public and state legislators overwhelmingly support
replenishing the GSPT via ACR10/SCR136 which would
constitutionally dedicate $175 million per year of existing
sales tax revenue for this purpose.

Unfortunately, the Governor and legislative leadership
have resisted letting legislators and the public determine
GSPT6s fate. However, at
month-long grassroots letter writing campaign,
negotiations are ongoing and the GSPT may still be
replenished this year.

Many legislators have been very helpful in this effort,
especially Assemblymen Fisher and McKeon, as well as
